First set:  answers are obvious.

Second set:

	Mary is going to work.
	Is she going to work?
	No, she isn’t.

	I  am going home.
	Am I going home?
	Yes, I am.

	You are going to class.
	Are you going to class?
	No, you  aren’t.

	You and Kim are walking.
	Are you walking?
	No, you  aren’t

	The teacher is opening her book.
	Is he/she opening her book?
	No, he/she isn’t.

	He is eating an apple.
	Is he eating an apple?
	Yes, he is.

	Dan is picking up the lemon.
	Is he picking up the lemon?
	Yes, he is.

	The girls are drinking water.
	Are they drinking water?
	Yes, they  are.

	You are picking up the pencil.
	Are you picking up the pencil?
	No, you  aren’t.

	The women are buying oranges.
	Are they buying oranges?
	Yes, they  are.

	They are thanking the teacher.
	Are they thanking the teacher?
	No, they  aren’t.

	The man is selling the book.
	Is he selling the book?
	Yes, he is.

	We are going to church.
	Are we going to church?
	No, we  aren’t.


Third set:

	They are fishing in the river.
	Are they fishing in the river?
	No, they aren’t.

	We are looking at the book.
	Are we looking at the book?
	Yes, we are.

	Jill is jumping rope.
	Is she jumping rope?
	No, she isn’t.

	I am buying the pan.
	Am I buying the pan?
	Yes, I am.

	The birds are drinking water.
	Are they drinking water?
	Yes, they are.

	You are going downtown.
	Are you going downtown?
	No, you aren’t.

	You and I are going to class.
	Are we going to class?
	Yes, we are.

	The boys are playing ball.
	Are they playing ball?
	No, they aren’t.

	Pam is buying a zipper.
	Is she buying a zipper?
	No, she isn’t.

	The snake is eating an egg.
	Is it eating an egg?
	Yes, it is.

	The man is going to church.
	Is he going to church?
	Yes, he is.

	You and I are looking at the bird.
	Are we looking at the bird?
	No, we aren’t.

	His wife is looking at the eggs.
	Is she looking at the eggs?
	No, she isn’t.


N.B.: the student may give alternative answers to first- and second-person lines.  For example:

	I am buying the pan.
	Am I buying the pan?
	Yes, I am.

	
	Are you buying the pan?
	Yes, you are.


This depends on his/her perspective and interpretation:  the upper answers correspond to a (somewhat rhetorical) monologue, the lower answers to a dialogue.  You should correct the student only if he/she is inconsistent, e.g. sometimes monologue-mode, sometimes dialogue-mode.
