Answers to “1.8 Negative Statements”

	Is he speaking?
	Are they sitting down?

	No,  he  isn’t  speaking.
	No, they’re not sitting down.

	He’s  yelling.
	They’re jumping.

	
	

	Are we standing?
	Do we buy bread?

	No, we aren’t standing.
	No, we don’t buy bread.

	We’re kicking.
	We buy sugar.

	
	

	Are they fighting?
	Are you picking up the pup?

	No, they aren’t fighting.
	No, you’re not picking it up.

	They’re walking.
	You’re putting it down.  (also OK: cat)

	
	

	Does he have a pup?
	Do we open the shop?

	No, he doesn’t have a pup.
	No, we don’t open the shop.

	He has a kitten.
	We close the shop.  (also OK: box)

	
	

	Do they eat bananas?
	Do you have snakes?

	No, they don’t eat bananas.
	No, you don’t have snakes.

	They eat apples.
	You have books.

	
	

	Do you sell eggs?
	Is she writing?

	No, you don’t sell eggs.
	No, she isn’t writing.

	You sell butter.
	She’s reading.

	
	

	Am I fishing?
	Do I go to work?

	No, I’m not fishing.
	No, I don’t go to work.

	I’m running.
	I go home.

	
	

	Are you getting a pen?
	Am I standing?

	No, you’re not getting a pen.
	No, I’m not standing.

	You’re getting an eraser.
	I’m sitting.

	
	

	Do they jump rope?
	Does the cat drink coffee?

	No, they don’t jump rope.
	No, it doesn’t drink coffee.

	They play ball.
	It drinks milk.

	
	

	Do I live in Germany?
	Are we petting the cat?

	No, I don’t live in Germany.
	No, we’re not petting the cat.

	I live in the United States.
	We’re petting the dog.


N.B.: the student may give alternative answers to first- and second-person lines.  For example:

	Do you sell eggs?
	No, you don’t sell eggs.
	You sell butter.

	
	No, I don’t sell eggs.
	I sell butter.


This depends on his/her perspective and interpretation:  the upper answers correspond to a (somewhat rhetorical) monologue, the lower answers to a dialogue.  You should correct the student only if he/she is inconsistent, e.g. sometimes monologue-mode, sometimes dialogue-mode.
