She gives 2 apples to us.

She gives them to us.
	Mrs. Bird gives a banana to Robert.

She gives a banana to him.

She gives it to him.


	Is he opening the box?
	Yes, he's opening the box.

	Does he fish?
	No, he doesn't fish.

	
	He swims.

	Am I sitting?
	No, I’m not sitting.

	
	I’m standing.

	Do you pick up the pup?
	No, you don’t pick up the pup.

	
	You pick up the kitten.

	Does he write his name?
	Yes, he writes his name.

	Is she looking at the river?
	No, she’s not looking at the river.

	
	She’s looking at the tent.

	Does it jump?
	Yes, it jumps.

	Are we selling books?
	No, we’re not selling books.

	
	We’re buying books.

	Are they playing ball?
	Yes, they’re playing ball.

	Do I read?
	No, I don’t read.

	Do you go downtown?
	No, you don’t go downtown.

	Does he close the box?
	Yes, he closes the box.

	Is he yelling?
	Yes, he’s yelling.

	Does she kick the box?
	No, she doesn’t kick the box.

	
	She kicks the ball.

	Are they running?
	No, they’re not running.

	
	They’re walking.

	Do we go to work?
	No, we don’t go to work.

	
	We go home.


N.B.: the student may give alternative answers to first- and second-person lines.  For example:

	Do you sell eggs?
	No, you don’t sell eggs.
	You sell butter.

	
	No, I don’t sell eggs.
	I sell butter.


This depends on his/her perspective and interpretation:  the upper answers correspond to a (somewhat rhetorical) monologue, the lower answers to a dialogue.  You should correct the student only if he/she is inconsistent, e.g. sometimes monologue-mode, sometimes dialogue-mode.
