(Other answers are acceptable for some of these, e.g. class, work, shopping)

	I go to class at night.

	I have breakfast in the morning.

	I go to work in the morning.

	When do you get up?
	I get up in the morning.

	When do you go to bed?
	I go to bed at night.

	When do you have lunch?
	I have lunch at noon.

	When do you have dinner?
	I have dinner at night.

	When do you get dressed?
	I get dressed in the morning.


	When does Mr. York open his shop?
	Mr. York opens his shop at 9 o’clock.

	Where does Ann put the dishes?
	Ann puts the dishes in a box.

	When do the girls play ball?
	The girls play ball in the morning.

	Where do I live?
	I live in San Diego.

	Where do the children run?
	The children run in the valley.

	We go to class at night.

	Where do we go at night?

	Where does Cal live?
	Cal lives on Third Avenue.

	Where is Van?
	Van is at home.

	When does the woman have dinner?
	The woman has dinner at 6 o’clock.

	The children have lunch at noon.

	Where is Mr. Hill fishing?

N.B.: the student may give alternative answers to first- and second-person lines.  For example:

	Where do I live?
	I live in San Diego.

	Where do you live?
	I live in San Diego.


This depends on his/her perspective and interpretation:  the upper answers correspond to a (somewhat rhetorical) monologue, the lower answers to a dialogue.  You should correct the student only if he/she is inconsistent, e.g. sometimes monologue-mode, sometimes dialogue-mode.
