	Who is the boy speaking to?
	The boy is speaking to the girl.

	I am getting a ball for the boy.

	Who do you and Sam speak to?
	You and Sam speak to the teacher.

	Who is he selling pencils to?
	He is selling pencils to the boy.

	Who is Bob getting a pencil for?
	Bob is getting a pencil for you.

	We look at the children.

	Who does Uncle Ted give the fish to?
	Uncle Ted gives the fish to the girl.

	Whose pencil is that?
	That pencil is Sam's.

	Whose dishes are those?
	Those dishes are Pam's.

	Whose father is Ted Oliver?
	Ted Oliver is Robert's father.

	Whose sons are Ned and Ed?
	Ned and Ed are Mr. Bird's sons.

	Whose mother is Mary?
	Mary is Jill and Fran's mother.

	Whose daughter is Pam?
	Pam is Mr. and Mrs. Oliver's daughter.

	Whose teacher is Mr. Roberts?
	Mr. Roberts is our teacher.


N.B.: the student may give alternative answers to first- and second-person lines.  For example:

	What am I drinking?
	I am drinking coffee.

	What are you drinking?
	I am drinking coffee.


This depends on his/her perspective and interpretation:  the upper answers correspond to a (somewhat rhetorical) monologue, the lower answers to a dialogue.  You should correct the student only if he/she is inconsistent, e.g. sometimes monologue-mode, sometimes dialogue-mode.
