No, they don’t.
They go to church on Sunday.

	Is the man opening the shop now?

No, he isn’t.
He opens the shop at 9am.

	Do they have/eat dinner  at 6pm?

No, they don’t.
They’re having/eating dinner now.

	Does the man go to work every weekend?

No, he doesn’t.
He goes to work every weekday.

	Do they hike/go hiking in January?

No, they don’t.
They hike/go hiking in July.

	Do I camp/go camping in November?

No, I don’t.
I camp/go camping in June.

	Do we sail/go sailing in August?

No, we don’t.
We sail/go sailing in April.

	Do they walk at night?

No, they don’t.
They’re walking now.
