The factory is at 315 River Street.

Glenn gets up and gets dressed in the morning.

The big brown dogs run to Robert.

Do we speak to the nurse?

The fish are swimming in the river.

I’m looking for my pencil.  Where is it?!

She isn’t from Canada. [could also be “in”]

We don’t go camping in the valley in December.

Mr. White goes to work at 8:30.

Kim puts down the pup and picks up the kitten.

Does Mrs. Oliver yell at her children?

Your books are on that desk.
