	He’ll come to class tomorrow.
	Will he come to class tomorrow?
	Yes, he will.

	
	He won’t come to class tomorrow.
	
	No, he won’t.

	We're having fish today.
	We’ll have fish tomorrow.
	Will we have fish tomorrow?
	Yes, we will.

	
	We won’t have fish tomorrow.
	
	No, we won’t.

	Ellen's wearing boots today.
	Ellen will wear boots tomorrow.
	Will Ellen wear boots tomorrow?
	Yes, she will.

	
	Ellen won’t wear boots tomorrow.
	
	No, she won’t.

	He's helping us today.
	He’ll help us tomorrow.
	Will he help us tomorrow?
	Yes, he will.

	
	He won’t help us tomorrow.
	
	No, he won’t.

	They're working today.
	They’ll work tomorrow.
	Will they work tomorrow?
	Yes, they will.

	
	They won’t work tomorrow.
	
	No, they won’t.

	Bud's washing his car today.
	Bud will wash his car tomorrow.
	Will Bud wash his car tomorrow?
	Yes, he will.

	
	Bud won’t wash his car tomorrow.
	
	No, he won’t.

	I'm getting up at 7 today.
	I’ll get up at 7 tomorrow.
	Will I get up at 7 tomorrow?
	Yes, I will.

	
	I won’t get up at 7 tomorrow.
	
	No, I won’t.

	It's raining today.
	It’ll rain tomorrow.
	Will it rain tomorrow?
	Yes, it will.

	
	It won’t rain tomorrow.
	
	No, it won’t.


N.B.: the student may give alternative answers to first- and second-person lines.  For example:

	I am buying the pan.
	Am I buying the pan?
	Yes, I am.

	
	Are you buying the pan?
	Yes, you are.


This depends on his/her perspective and interpretation:  the upper answers correspond to a (somewhat rhetorical) monologue, the lower answers to a dialogue.  You should correct the student only if he/she is inconsistent, e.g. sometimes monologue-mode, sometimes dialogue-mode.
